
HARDSHIP FUND POLICY
Aim

The aim of the fund is to support diving at Southampton Diving Academy by providing funds to assist divers experiencing financial hardship to attend diving competitions for which they have been selected to attend by their coach.

Who can apply?
The applicant diver must be a member of Southampton Diving Academy and aged less than 18.  

Award procedure:

Applications will consist of a completed application form plus a document that shows evidence of hardship eg a means tested benefit, or a document which pertains to the specific circumstances of difficulty.  Forms must be completed by a parent or legal guardian.

Full applications will be submitted to a nominated individual of the FOSDA committee.  These will be anonymised by that individual prior to discussion by the FOSDA committee.  Awards will be paid directly to the SDA travel committee on behalf of the diver.  “Travel only” awards will be reimubursed once travel receipts have been received by the FOSDA committee.

Award level:
Ten awards of up to £50 each will be given each year.  No more than two awards per year will be given to each individual diver.

Review:

The hardship policy will be reviewed annually by the FOSDA committee to meet any changes in need and available funds.
